Scope:
We will be doing fun and challenging 32-way sequentials out of Raeford’s own Twin  Otter and PAC-750 on Friday to Sunday.  The plan is to do a total of 15 skydives for the weekend.  The plan is to make all jumps 32-ways, as one full group.  All jumps will be from 15,000 feet AGL (no O2).

Rain or Shine:  This will be a rain or shine / sky or tunnel event.  We will meet at the drop zone Friday morning at 7:30am regardless of the forecast.  If the weather is looking bad we will try to head to the tunnel for some structured scrambles competition.
Costs: 
$105 non-refundable registration covers the event expenses.  The goodies included are:  Roger’s organizing, videographer- Heather Kent, event T-shirt, edited DVD of all the jumps, event snacks, and team dinner on Friday AND Saturday night!

Although it is budgeted to break even on this event, if there is any registration $ left over, it will go towards evening celebratory beverages.

Raeford and DZO Gene Paul are only charging us $24/ jump.  Payment for the jumps can be made directly to Raeford at the start of the event.  Any jumps not made will be refunded at the same purchase price.  Note:  Raeford only accepts checks and cash as forms of payment.
Registration:  Please respond to Louis via e-mail with the information requested in the registration form below, and send the $105 registration via a mailed check or paypal.
Travel:
The Fayetteville (FAY) commercial airport is only about 35 minutes from the DZ, and less to the tunnel and hotel.  Raleigh/Durham (RDU) is about 2 hours away and Charlotte (CLT) is about 2.5 hours away.
Lodging:
The recommended event hotel is the Comfort Inn at Fort Bragg (formerly known as the Comfort Inn Cross Creek) in Fayetteville.  There is only one hotel in the town of Raeford and it is not very nice.  The Comfort Inn Cross Creek is a clean hotel and includes a breakfast.  The Comfort Inn has a special “Heroes” rate of $75+tax /night for us.  Make your reservations by calling the local number and ask for the “Heroes group rate”.  Raeford also allows free camping on the DZ.
